PHYSICAL HEALTH
• 42% had undetectable or low viral load at INTAKE
• 83% had undetectable or low viral load at EXIT

MALE CHAMPION PROFILE: Fred is 39 years old and the father to two teenage girls.
Stroke-like symptoms in 2014 paralyzed the right side of Fred’s body, and he
suffered memory loss. It was at this time that Fred was diagnosed with HIV, and
a CT scan revealed that he had Progressive Multifocal Leukoencephalopathy
(PML). PML is a nerve-damaging disease of the central nervous system that is
almost exclusively found in immunosuppressed individuals like people with
HIV/AIDS.

Fred immediately began ARV treatment. His memory slowly returned, and he
regained some feeling in his right side. However, Fred was still hopeless. He
even attempted to take his own life. In 2017, an old classmate introduced Fred
to the CARE for AIDS program at Nyamasaria in Kisumu. Fred joined the
program shortly thereafter in 2018. He walked with a crutch and had a
significant tremor in his right hand. After nine months of counseling and medical
intervention, he can now walk without the aid of his crutch and has learned
many exercises to improve the use of his right arm and hand. The center
counselors were also able to purchase a wrist brace to help stabilize Fred’s hand
and minimize his tremors. Not only did Fred experience a physical
transformation, but he also experienced a spiritual transformation and renewed
hope in Christ. Fred disclosed to his close friends and family that he is HIV
positive. He is no longer ashamed or embarrassed.
